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SUMMARY

Tulare County Association of
Governments (TCAG) has prepared the
2012 Regional Transportation Improvement
Program (RTIP) in consultation with local
agencies, Tule River Tribal Council,
Caltrans, and staff of the California
Transportation Commission (CTC). Table
1 summarizes the currently adopted 2010
STIP and Table 2 summarizes the
proposed 2012 Tulare RTIP funding by year
and component including the Transportation
Enhancement (TE) funding. All proposed
TE projects have received eligibility
approval by Caltrans (HQ).

The development of the 2012 RTIP
will continue to be unique to previous years
due to the California transportation financial
challenges and Proposition 1B funding, and
the ability for the State of California to sell
bonds. Due to the current economic
challenge s construction costs continue to
decrease. Currently, (Proposition 1B
projects-State Transportation Improvement
Program (STIP)) projects are coming in
below engineer estimates. TCAG in 2006
passed a self imposed % cent sales tax
(Measure R) to bring stability to
transportation project funding in Tulare
County. Over the next 30 years Measure R
is expected to generate over $650 million
allowing TCAG to move and deliver projects
on Tulare County’s Regional Road System
and partner with Caltrans to deliver regional
projects. Measure R funds have been used
successfully to leverage Proposition 1B
bond programs.

Project component selection was
based on project priorities, adjusting for
project cost increases, and accommodating
the CTC’s request to move out projects.
The remainder of the 2012 RTIP document

contains a discussion” of consistency with
legislation, scoring criteria, and
performance measure analysis.

Figure 1 is the location of Tulare
County in the State of California. Figure 2
provides an illustration of potential
construction including the SHOPP and IIP
programs.

The 2012 RTIP programs
expenditures of various state and federal
transportation funds over the next five years
(2012/13-2016/17). These funds include
those administered by the Federal Highway
Administration (FHWA) and the Federal
Aviation Administration (FAA).

PROJECT PRIORITIES

The Tulare County Association of
Governments proposed 2012 STIP program
of projects total is $124,570,000, which is
made up of $35,520,000 from the RIP,
$24,050,000 from the ITIP (IIP) and
$98,000,000 from regional local sources
(Measure R). The STIP share is below the
2012 Maximum Target of $42,621,000.
Tulare County is proposing that the
Regional Improvement Program (RIP) STIP
shares be spent on improving the SR 99,
SR 65, SR 198, SR 190, and SR 63
corridors and by partnering with A total of
$98 million in Measure R funds will be
invested on the State Highway System.
Project priorities for the 2012 STIP are not
only based on the TCAG adopted scoring
criteria, but also readiness for project
delivery. There are a number of projects
that are or will be ready for construction
during this STIP cycle. Based on project
readiness, the following priorities for funding
are as follows:

Funded

2. PPNO 104 Tulare Expressway SR
65 Spruce-(FY 16/17 $1,557,000
PS&E )

3. PPNO 6423 SR 99 (Betty Drive
Interchange)-(FY 12/13-$3,108,000
PS&E and $492,000 ROW Sup,
$6,000,000 ROW , FY 15/16
$5,000,000 Con Sup) Fully Funded

4. PPNO 6400A SR 99 Tulare to
Goshen 6-Lane North Segment -
(FY 12/13 $150,000 RW Sup and
$1,000,000 ROW) Fully Funded

5. PPNO 6400C SR 99 Middle
Segment (Caldwell) 6-Lane -(FY
13/14 $875,000 PS&E, $50,000 RW
Sup and $600,000 ROW, FY 15/16
$1,550,000 Con Sup, $6,750,000)
Fully Funded

6. PPNO 6400D South Segment
(Tagus) 6-Lane-(FY 13/14 $425,000
PS&E, FY 14/15, $613,000 RW Sup
and $5,850,000 ROW)

TCAG encourages the CTC to
consider the above priorities when
reviewing project components for potential
delay to achieve CTC targets.

As a policy TCAG has committed all
new RIP funding to the State Highway
system as of 2008 and has deleted all
rehabilitation projects, and local widening
projects such as: Spruce/lndiana, AVE 416,
Rd 108, Visalia Rd funding them through
Measure R to provide additional funding
capacity for the State Highway System.
TCAG does not use the Programming
Planning and Monitoring (PPM) funding and
has dedicated it to transportation projects in
the STIP. All of these factors demonstrate
the commitment and desire to partner with
Caltrans to fund the widening effort on the
Inter Regional Road system for SR 99 by
making available RIP funds along the
corridor

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CONSISTENCY WITH 2012 FUND
ESTIMATE

The eight San Joaquin Valley
Councils of Governments (COGSs) continue
to coordinate and meet as a regional valley
to coordinate regional projects for the 2012
STIP. The programming in the 2012 RTIP
has been developed in partnership between
the eight Valley Cogs and Caltrans Districts
6 and 10. The 2012 RTIP programming
collectively balances capacity and project
delivery needs for the eight individual COGs
and the two Caltrans Districts. The
programming is consistent with the CTC
adopted Fund Estimate (FE), the CTC
adopted 2011/12 Allocation Plan, and it
meets the CTC 2012 STIP Guidelines
targets for both RIP and IIP flexible funding
shares.

The CTC adopted the 2012 STIP fund
estimates on August 10, 2011. The
statewide capacity for the 2012 STIP fund
estimate identifies net new capacity available
in the two years added to the STIP, 2015/16
and 2016/17, as well as net increase and
decreases in capacity in earlier years. The
estimate incorporates the 2011/12 Budget
Act and other 2011 legislation enacted prior
to the fund estimate adoption. Programming
in the 2012 STIP will be constrained by fiscal
year, with most new programming in the two
years added to the STIP, 2015/16 and
2016/17.

A review of Table 1 shows the
proposed Tulare County programming is
below the maximum target of $42,621,000
set by the approved 2012 Fund Estimate
adopted by CTC. The proposed program of
projects is $35,520,000.

In November 2006 Tulare County
passed a regional transportation sales tax

under Measure R to help reduce the stress
on the regional road system and improve
local roads. These local tax dollars will
assist with the State’s funding deficiencies
to maintain the regional road system in
Tulare County. TCAG anticipates $650
million to be available from Measure R over
the next 30 years to be used on the
regional road system, transit and alternative
transportation modes in Tulare County.

TCAG in cooperation with Caltrans,
will continue to work to see the completion
of the SR-99 widening throughout the
County and currently between Fresno
County Line to Tulare. These projects are
funded with multiple funding sources
including recent Proposition 1B -SR 99
bond funds, STIP funding and federal
funding.

SAN JOAQUIN VALLEY 2012 STIP
PROGRAMMING COORDINATION

The programming in the 2012
Regional Transportation Program (RTIP)
has been developed in partnership between
the eight San Joaquin Valley Councils of
Governments (COGs) and Caltrans
Districts 6 and 10. The coordinated 2012
STIP programming collectively balances
capacity and project delivery needs for the
eight individual COGs and the two Caltrans
Districts. The programming is consistent
with the CTC adopted Fund Estimate (FE),
the CTC adopted 2012 fund estimate. The
coordinated San Joaquin Valley STIP
programming is presented in Appendix A
(To be provided at later date).

SUMMARY of PROPOSED STIP
PROJECT DESCRIPTIONS
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PPNO 8650A SR 65 Terra Bella
Expressway - Segment 1 -(FY 15/16-
$1,500,000 Con Sup

SR 65 Expressway is Near
Porterville, from Avenue 120 to 0.3 miles
south of Route 190. The project will widen
SR 65 from a 2-lane conventional highway
to 4-lane expressway. The purpose of this
project is to increase the vehicular capacity
of SR 65 to meet the existing and projected
traffic volumes and to improve the safety
and operation. SR 65 is experiencing
increased congestion with a mixture of
commuter, slower moving farm equipment,
trucks, and recreational traffic.
Improvements to increase traffic capacity
are needed and maintain acceptable Levels
of Service (LOS) on this highway for the
next 20 years. This project will increase

traffic capacity to a Level of Service of "A/B"

and enhance highway safety. Construction
is funded with Measure R. Project is fully
funded.

PPNO 104 Tulare Expressway SR 65
Spruce-(FY 16/17 $1,557,000 PS&E )

State Highway 65 is the primary north-
south route serving the southern portion of
the Tulare County serving Exeter, Lindsay,
Porterville, Terra Bella and Ducor to Kern
County. The project limits is SR 137
(Lindsay) to SR 198 (Exeter). This project
widens SR 65 from 2 lanes to a 4 lane
expressway. TCAG proposes to program
$1,557,000 in FY 16/17 for phase 1 PS&E.

PPNO 6423 SR 99 (Betty Drive
Interchange)-(FY 12/13-$3,108,000 PS&E

and $492,000 ROW Sup, $6,000,000 ROW,
FY 15/16 $5,000,000 Con Sup)

Betty Drive is one of two major
commercial corridors that serves the Visalia
Industrial Park connecting with SR 99, the
second in Plaza Drive. Betty Drive is
located in the community of Goshen and is
currently a 2-lane overpass with off and on
ramps for both north and south bound lanes
on SR 99. This facility is beyond capacity
and is need of widening and operational
improvements. This facility feeds into Road
80, which services Dinuba and Visalia's
large distribution centers. TCAG is
proposing FY 12/13-$3,108,000 PS&E and
$492,000 ROW Sup, $6,000,000 ROW, FY
15/16 $5,000,000 Con Sup. Construction is
funded with Measure R. Project is fully
funded.

PPNO 6400A SR 99 Tulare to Goshen 6-
Lane North Segment -(FY 12/13 $150,000
RW Sup and $1,000,000 ROW)

State Route 99 is a 4 to 6 lane
freeway widening from Tulare to Goshen
and was split into two projects a North and
South Segment. The North segment is
located near Goshen, from 0.9 mile south of
West Visalia Overhead to 0.2 mile north of
North Goshen Overhead. Convert to 6-lane
freeway. The project continues the
extension of the six-lane freeway south of
the Fresno County area and through Tulare
County. It continues the objective of
widening all of Route 99 to a minimum of a
six-lane freeway throughout the San
Joaquin Valley. Route 99 is an
Interregional High Emphasis Focus Route
and is the north-south backbone corridor
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essential to the economic development of
the San Joaquin Valley. It is consistent with
the District 6 Transportation Concept
Report, the Interregional Transportation
Strategic Plan, the Tulare County Regional
Transportation Plan, the Route 99 Business
Plan, and the Corridor System
Management Plan. Project is fully funded
with prop. 1B SR 99 funds.

PPNO 6400C SR 99 Middle Segment
(Caldwell) 6-Lane-(FY 13/14 $875,000
PS&E, $50,000 RW Sup and $600,000
ROW, FY 15/16 $1,550,000 Con Sup,
$6,750,000)

The middle segment continues the 6-
Lane SR 99 widening from West Visalia
Overhead to 1.2 miles south Ave 280
(Caldwell). This Project is a split from the
Tulare to Goshen 6-Lane South Segment
PPNO 6400B project

This capacity increasing project
proposes to improve mobility and reliability
and reduce congestion by widening Route
99 to add lanes. The project continues the
objective of widening all of State Route 99
to a minimum of a six-lane freeway
throughout the San Joaquin Valley. Itis
consistent with the District 6 Transportation
Concept Report, the Interregional
Transportation Strategic Plan, the Tulare
County Regional Transportation Plan, the
Route 99 Business Plan, and the Corridor
System Management Plan. This project will
include IIP funds as proposed by Caltrans
to fully fund the project.

PPNO 6400D South Segment (Tagus) 6-
Lane-(FY 13/14 $425,000 PS&E, FY 14/15,
$613,000 RW Sup and $5,850,000 ROW)

The South Segment is located on
State Route 99 in Tulare County near
Tulare from Prosperity Ave. to 1.2 Mile
south of Avenue 280 over crossing (OC)
(Br. No. 46-0195). The capacity increase
project proposes to add one northbound
lane and one southbound lane. Project also
includes replacement planting. This Project
is a split from the Tulare to Goshen 6-Lane
South Segment PPNO 6400B project.

This capacity increasing project
proposes to improve mobility and reliability
and reduce congestion by widening SR 99
to add lanes. The project continues the
objective of widening all of SR 99 to a
minimum of a six-lane freeway throughout
the San Joaquin Valley. It is consistent with
the District 6 Transportation Concept
Report, the Interregional Transportation
Strategic Plan, the Tulare County Regional
Transportation Plan, the Route 99 Business
Plan, and the Corridor System
Management Plan.

Interregional Improvement Program
Interregional Improvement Program
(IIP) funds are available for State Highway,
intercity rail, grade separation, and mass
transit guide way improvements included in
the Caltrans 1P, which replaces the PSTIP.
TCAG supports the funding of State
Highway 99 with the use of IIP funds.
Previously, earmarks were received from
SAFETEA-LU for the widening of SR-99
and the State Bond proposition 1B funding
for SR 99 corridor will fund $154 million on
SR 99 to Just north of Betty Drive and cost
savings being allocated to between Goshen
and Visalia OH. TCAG will continue to work
with Caltrans to partner and maximize the
use of the funds IIP and the RIP to deliver

10
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State Highway Improvements throughout
Tulare County.

Previously, State Highway 198 is the
only IIP project in Tulare County, which
began programming in the 1998 STIP by
Caltrans. SR 198 began construction in the
fall of 2009 and is expected to be open to
traffic summer 2012. TCAG has an
adopted a policy that all new Regional
Improvement Program (RIP) funds from the
STIP will partner with Caltrans in the
continued development of widening SR 99
from 4 lanes to 6 lanes throughout the
County of Tulare. TCAG is also
contributing local funds to the SR system
on SR 99, SR 65, and SR 190. Caltrans
ITIP is proposing to match SR 99 projects
with $24,050,000 on the Tulare to Goshen
6-Lane North Segment, Middle Segment
(Caldwell) 6-Lane, and South Segment
(Tagus).

CONSISTENCY WITH SB 45, AB 1012
and OTHER DOCUMENTS

The 2012 RTIP is consistent with the
following regional documents:

The Tulare County 2011 Regional
Transportation Plan (RTP)
adopted by TCAG in July 19,
2010; and

The Tulare County 2011 Federal
Transportation Improvement
Program (FTIP) adopted by TCAG
on July 19, 2010 and approved by
FHWA December 14, 2010.

The 2012 RTIP is consistent with
county shares for State Highways and with
fund estimates for federal programs.

SENATE BILL 45 &
THE STIP PROCESS

Senate Bill (SB) 45 was signed into
law by the Governor in October 1997. SB
45 changed the STIP from a seven-year
program to a four-year program and again
changed to a five-year program in 2000 by
AB2928. The first five-year STIP period
starting FY 2002/03 to FY 2006/07 and later
biennial STIPs cover 5-year periods, each
adding two new years of programming. SB
45 made significant changes in the formula
for funding State and local projects. The
following outlines major changes from SB
45:

Allows a simplification of the
transportation funding process by
consolidating various transportation
programs listed below into two
programs: Interregional Improvement
Program (lIP) and Regional
Improvement Program (RIP). The types
of projects that were previously funded
through these programs may now
compete for funding as part of the STIP.
The consolidated programs include:

State-Local Transportation
Partnership Program (SLTPP);
Transit Capital Improvement (TCI)
program;

Flexible Congestion Relief (FCR)
program;

Commuter and Urban Rail (CUR)
transit program;

Mass transit guide way program;
Retrofit sound walls program;
Traffic Systems Management (TSM)
program; and

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State matching funds for the Federal
Regional Surface Transportation
Program (RSTP) and the Congestion
Management and Air Quality
(CMAQ) Program.

Requires that available STIP funds be
split 25 percent for the 1IP and 75
percent for the RIP;

Requires that funds available for new
programming include both capital costs
and the associated capital outlay
support (COS) costs;

Re-titles the Transportation Planning
and Development (TP&D) Account to
the Public Transportation Account (PTA)
and redefines distribution of revenue
from that account;

Requires Caltrans to be responsible for
the planning, design, construction
(including construction management and
inspection), maintenance, and operation
of the State Highway system;

Requires Caltrans to develop a ten-year
State rehabilitation plan for all State
Highways and bridges owned by the
State. The plan must also include the
retrofitting of bridges; and

AB 1012

Approved on October 7, 1999, AB
1012, Torlakson, amended SB 45 in funding
project delivery. The intent of the
legislature is to expedite the use of the
excessively large cash balance in the State
Highway Account and to put taxpayer funds
to work at the earliest possible time on
needed transportation improvements. The

legislature facilitates project development
and work on transportation projects, which
will produce a steady flow of construction
projects by adding an advance, project
development element to the STIP, this,
began in 2000 and will continue.

2012 STIP FUNDING CONSTRAINTS -

The CTC adopted the 2012 STIP fund
estimates on August 10, 2011. The
statewide capacity for the 2012 STIP fund
estimate identifies net new capacity
available in the two years added to the
STIP, 2015/16 and 2016/17, as well as net
increase and decreases in capacity in
earlier years. The estimate incorporates
the 2011/12 Budget Act and other 2011
legislation enacted prior to the fund
estimate adoption. Programming in the
2012 STIP will be constrained by fiscal
year, with most new programming in the
two years added to the STIP, 2015/16 and
2016/17.

The development of the 2012 STIP
will consist primarily of programming
projects into the two years added to the
STIP 2015/16 and 2016/17. Because of the
loss of PTA revenues anticipated in the
2012 STIP fund estimate, transit and rail
projects currently programmed in 2012/13
through 2014/15 that are not eligible to be
funded with Federal or Statute Highway
Account funds must be un-programmed.
Additionally, excluding TE the STIP is over
programmed (undefended) by
approximately $101 million through
2012/13. This may require that some
projects programmed in 2012/13 be
delayed (reprogrammed) to 2013/14. (as
per the 2012 STIP Guidelines).

Upon adoption by the TCAG Board of
Governors, the 2012 RTIP will be
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transmitted to the California Transportation
Commission (CTC). The Commission will
then consider the RTIP during preparation
of the 2012 STIP (March 28, 2012). The
RTIP will also be forwarded to the California
Department of Transportation (Caltrans),
FHWA, FTA, and the FAA.

OTHER

SB 286

As of 2009, Senate Bill 286 (Chapter
373, Statutes of 2008) requires that all
Transportation Enhancement (TE) projects
must consult with the Community

Conservation Corps and the California
Conservation Corps during the project
proposal phase of the Transportation
Enhancement application. During the
project selection phase, the Core must be
given the opportunity bid on part of the TE
project that can be can be accomplished by
the Core. If the Core is not available or
able to complete the type of work they must
sign off on the project application prior to
TE project approval by Caltrans and
programming by CTC into the STIP.
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TCAG RTIP PROJECT SCORING CRITERIA

GUIDELINES
FOR THE
SELECTION OF RTIP PROJECTS

Revised on May 21, 2001 (Resolution 1232)
Approved on July 20, 1998 (Resolution 1059)

Universal Criteria

A. All projects must comply with the adopted STIP Guidelines.

B. Capacity increasing highway projects must not degrade air quality. This will be determined
through the conformity process.

C. Pre-programming Documents (similar to a PSR) are required of all projects.

1. Category 1 (Previously a safety category in 1998 and 2000) — Up to 7.5% of the Fund
Estimate will be available as discretionary® transportation funds provided that the
availability of discretionary transportation funds shall not divert funds from RTIP approved
projects. Agency distribution amounts shall be based on the following formula:

- 75% of the discretionary funds shall be apportioned among the member agencies in
proportion to the population ratio of each agency based on the formula approved in the
TCAG By-Laws.

- 25% of the discretionary funds shall be apportioned among the agencies in the
proportion of the number of maintained miles of public roads in each agency bears to
the total number of miles of maintained public roads in the County.

! Discretionary fund uses include but are not limited to rehabilitation and safety projects.
All discretionary fund projects must also comply with STIP guidelines for project eligibility
requirements.

2. Cateqgory 2 — 5% of the Fund Estimate will be available for non-highway projects: transit
capital, ITS, multimodal facilities, TSM/TDM projects, and soundwalls. A "Regional
Significance” must be established. Funds not programmed in this category will be returned
to Category 1 for programming.

3. Category 3 — Highway projects (does not include Category 4 projects unless they are part
of a Category 3 project) will be prioritized using the following data:
a) Projects must be on TCAG's system of Regionally Significant Roadways.
b) A Level of Service Index (LOSI) will be calculated.
c) A Safety Index (SI) will be calculated.
Scoring for rating: LOSI + (SI)(2)

Category 4 projects that have 50% or more funds identified from non-RTIP funds (Except
Category 1) would be considered for selection as a Category 3 project. The project would
still be required to meet the “Regional Significance” criteria.

4. Category 4 — Individual interchanges, over crossings and grade separations will be
considered only after a "Regional Significance" has been identified and documented. A
separate priority list will be developed for this category (this category will not be scored
against Category 3 projects). If funds remain available after Category 1, Category 2 and
Category 3 projects have been programmed, Category 4 projects may be added.
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2012 STIP PERFORMANCE MEASURES
In order to maximize the state’s
investments in transportation infrastructure,
it is the CTC'’s policy that each RTIP and
the ITIP will be evaluated, as they are
developed, for performance and cost
effectiveness at the system and project
level where appropriate. As required by the
STIP Guideline (since 2006 RTIP) and
continued on for the 2012 RTIP is the

inclusion of Performance measures.
Attached is Table 3 which shows the
Performance measures for Tulare County
consistent with the guidelines. TCAG has
also included these performance measures
as part of the 2011 Regional Transportation
Plan process.
